Head
straight to Aloft Coimbatore. Located on Kamaraj Foad, Singanallur, this
four-star hotel aims to cater to the needs of the “Facsbook generation™. It has
been designed to suit the wants of a clientele whose lives revolve around social
media.

STYLIEHLY SASSY

Aloft is informal, quite unlike other conventional star hotels. It is vibrant, sassy
and comfortable. With its modern design elements, this property of Starwood
Hotels & Fesorts Worldwide, promises a hip urban space for the tech-savvy
travellar.

Thera are sofas in non-traditional designs and colours in the lobby, scocters in
sprightly colours and wood framed mirrors in abstract shapes. & ticker board
flashes the daily news, and on the walls are mounted a few avant-garde 3D
photographs of traditional Indian dancers. The friendly staff at Aloft is more

than willing to show the guest around the property.

The lounge (Femmix), has everything a gusst needs. From free WiFi to puzzles
and a pool table, Remix is a weloome space. There are in-touch terminals which
aid travellers in accessing their e-mails. You could sidle up to the W X YZ bar for
a drink (you will have to wait till Novamber to do that when the bar opans) or
walk into Reifusl to grab a snack.

For those guests who are used to having their meals on the move, Rafuel iz the
place to pop into. The restaurant has a grab and go menu. Just walk into Re:fusl,
heat a cappuccing, make yourself some noodles or pick up a grancla bar and a
muffin. The payment for the take away is made at the reception desk.

For the rest, there is ‘Dot.yum', a 24x 7 multi-cuisine restaurant. Dot.yum offers
a wide range of dishes — pizzas, burgers, salads, pastas, criental fare and the
good old dal-chawal and roti-sabei — in both buffet and a la carte.

Estia is for the Maditerransean fine dining restaurant, named after the Grasl
Goddess of the hearth. It offars a treat to the taste buds and to the eyes too! The
casual interiors of Estia remind one of colonial Spanish willas.

MEDITEREAMEAN MOOD

The bright orangs and blua cushicns, wooden tables and chairs, sash windows
and wrought iron wine racks lend an air to the restaurant. The menu offers
Spanish, French, Ttalian, Lebanese, Gresk, Turkish, Moroccon, Egyptian,
Fortuguese and Croatian fare.

The rooms flank corridors that are done up in a warm and attractive style.
